· Two (2) letters of recommendation
· School Counselor, Teacher, or Administrator
· Church/Community Leader, Coach, or someone who can speak on the applicant’s leadership qualities outside of school 
· Resume 
· Essay 
· For awards based on financial need, copies of the Student Aid Report from the applicant’s FAFSA Form are required (Social security numbers can be removed)
